5.  Call for Additional Agenda Items

The work permit will allow the intern to obtain all of 
her required hours at the Drug Information Center in the College of 
Pharmacy.

(2) LAC 46:LIII.2535 – pharmacy personnel performing pharmacy 
technician functions in a pharmacy shall hold a current pharmacy 
technician certificate from the Louisiana Board of Pharmacy and shall 
adhere to the requirements of Chapter 8 in these regulations.

Holmes Lowell Milliken (License No. 10297) Mr. McKay moved, and Mr. Camp 
seconded, to accept the Voluntary Consent Agreement.  The motion was 
approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative.  The Board offered and the 
respondent entered the Louisiana Board of Pharmacy Impaired Pharmacist 
Rehabilitative Plan, subject to the terms contained in the Board order. 
 

10.   Report of Interlocutory Committee – Consideration of Emergency Decree 
Mr. Aron presented the recommendation of the Interlocutory Committee for ratification 
by the Board.  Mr. Camp moved, and Ms. Jean seconded, that  

Resolved, that the Board accept the recommendation of the 
Interlocutory Committee to summarily suspend Permit No. 4216, 
held in the name of Pharmaceuticals Southwest, Inc., effective 
July 25, 2000. 
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The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative.  Mr. Aron informed 
the Board that since he served as a member of the Interlocutory Committee Hearing, he 
would recuse himself from the consideration of this matter, as would the other members 
of the Interlocutory Committee present at the July 25 hearing (Mr. Bourg and Mr. Rabb). 
He then appointed Mr. Aucoin as the Hearing Officer, and Mr. Aucoin assumed the 
chair.  Following Ms. Cangelosi’s presentation of the evidence and witnesses, Mr. 
D’Angelo moved, and Mr. Oubre seconded, that 

Resolved, that the action of the Interlocutory Committee with 
respect to Permit No. 4216, held in the name of Pharmaceuticals 
Southwest, Inc., is reaffirmed. 

The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative.  Mr. Burch moved, 
and Mr. McKay seconded, that 

Resolved, that the Board assess Permit No. 4216 the amount of 
$100,000. 

Prior to the vote on the motion, Mr. D’Angelo offered an amendment such that the 
administrative and investigative costs be itemized and added to the base assessment; 
Ms. Jean seconded the motion for the amendment, and there were no objections to the 
amendment.  The amended motion read 

Resolved, that the Board assess Permit No. 4216 the amount of 
$100,000, plus administrative and investigative costs. 

The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative.  Mr. D’Angelo then 
moved, and Mr. Oubre seconded, that 

Resolved, that the Board revoke Permit No. 4216, held in the 
name of Pharmaceuticals Southwest, Inc. 

The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative.  The Board then 
deliberated on the Proposed Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, as offered by 
Ms. Cangelosi.  Following some minor technical corrections, Mr. Burch moved, and Mr. 
Adams seconded, that 

Resolved, that the Board accept the amended Findings of Fact and 
Conclusions of Law as proposed by the Prosecuting Attorney. 

 The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative. 
 
At this point, Mr. Aucoin declared the matter concluded, and then placed the Board in a 
brief recess so that Mr. Aron could resume the chair as Hearing Officer. 
 
 
 
11.  Formal Hearing 
Mr. Aron asked Ms. Cangelosi to proceed with her presentation regarding pharmacist 
Hilton James Prudhomme, Jr. (License No. 14041).  Mr. Aron noted that since they 
have prior knowledge, the members of the Violations Committee (Mr. Burch, Mr. Dixon, 
and Mr. Rabb) were recused from consideration of this matter.  Following her 
presentation of evidence and witnesses, Ms. Cangelosi offered her Proposed Findings 
of Fact and Conclusions of Law during her closing argument.  Following the Board’s 
deliberations, Mr. Oubre moved, and Mr. Bourg seconded, that 

Resolved, that with respect to Hilton James Prudhomme, Jr. 
(License No. 14041), the Board accept the Findings of Fact and 
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Conclusions of Law proposed by the Prosecuting Attorney, and 
further, assess the license $5,000 plus administrative and 
investigative costs, and further, that all fees shall be paid on or 
before any application for reinstatement. 

The motion was approved after a unanimous vote in the affirmative. 
 
12.  Adjourn
